TENANT DOG POLICY
MEADOWS CONDOMINIUMS

CRESTED BUTTE, COLORADO
1. Screening / Registration.  Prior to entering into a Lease/Rental Agreement and/or occupying a unit the dog owner must complete and sign this form and pay a $350 dog deposit to Meadows Condominiums.  A current photograph of the dog should be attached to the application form and the tenant must review and sign a copy of this Dog Policy.

2. Number of Dogs.  No more than one dog shall be accepted for each unit.

3. Restrictions:

A. Dogs must be confined to the dog owner’s unit and must not be allowed to roam free or be tethered in the common areas of Meadows Condominiums.  Dogs must not be left unattended on decks or balconies.  

B. Dogs must be on a leash when outside of the dog owner’s unit.

C. Anybody walking a dog on Meadows property is responsible for immediately cleaning up after their dog and disposing of the bagged dog waste in the dumpster.

D. Dog owners are responsible for any damage caused by their dog.  Any damage caused by cleaning chemicals or such materials used in an attempt to remedy said damage is also the full responsibility of the dog owner.

E. No dog shall be allowed to become a nuisance or create any unreasonable disturbance.  Examples of nuisance behavior for the purposes of this paragraph are:
a. The unruly behavior of a dog causes personal injury or property damage.

b. Dogs making noise continuously and/or incessantly for a period of ten minutes or intermittently for one hour or more to the disturbance of any person at any time of day or night.

c. Dogs in the common areas not on a leash.

d. Dogs that exhibit aggressive or other dangerous or potentially dangerous behavior.

e. Residents are responsible for the dogs of guests who visit their unit; such dogs are subject to the same restrictions as resident dogs.  No dogs of guests can stay in the unit for more than 14 days (consecutive or staggered) in any one-year period without the prior written permission of the owner and property manager.

4. Enforcement:

Any resident or property manager observing an infraction of the above rules shall discuss the infraction in a neighborly fashion with the dog owner in an effort to secure voluntary compliance.  If the complaint is not resolved, it must be put in writing and presented to the Board of Director or property manager.  If the Board of Directors is in agreement with such complaint, the dog owner will receive written notice of the violation.

If upon the second violation the problem is still unresolved, arrangements will be made for a hearing.  The Board of Directors may require the permanent removal of any pet, if such pet is determined by the Board of Directors to be a nuisance or a danger to the community and its residents.

If so determined, the dog owner will have 30 days to remove the pet from the premises.  The Board of Directors also has the authority to assess and collect fines for violations of the above rules pertaining to dogs and to assess and collect amounts necessary to repair or replace damaged areas or objects.
