STALLION PARK RULES AND REGULATIONS

The following Rules and Regulations are hereby established in order to maintain Stallion Park as a residential community of highest quality and character, one that will enhance each individual residence as well as tlhe Buckhorn Ranch Community at large.  These Rules and Regulations may be increased, decreased or modified from time to time at the direction of the Board of Directors.

DECKS -  Decks shall be limited to barbeque pits, chairs and tables.  No bikes, or large obtrusive items shall be stored on decks, either temporarily or permanently.  No towels, sheets, or other items shall be draped over the decks.  No artwork shall be displayed from decks.

WINDOW COVERINGS -  Window coverings shall be limited to drapes, mini-blinds, wood blinds and shutters.   External coloring of window coverings shall be non-obtrusive in that they shall be limited to white, beige, grey or light brown.  No sheets shall be used except on a very temporary basis, limited to four weeks prior to permanent installation of window coverings.

GARAGES AND VEHICLE STORAGE -  Each unit shall have no more than 3 permanent vehicles on the premises.  One of which must be stored in the garage assigned to the unit.  No boats, trailers, etc. shall be allowed to be stored on the property.   If a boat or trailer is desired to be kept on the property, then it shall be stored in the garage, and thus reducing the vehicle allowance to two vehicles externally stored.  All vehicles on the property shall be operable. The association shall provide stickers or other forms of identification to identify which vehicles are permanently allowed on the property.

SIGNAGE - During the initial sales of the units, developer’s real estate signs may be displayed on the property.  After initial sellout, then signage shall be limited to window display from the specific unit being marketed, with no signage at the entry to Stallion Park, nor in front of the specific building.   No graphic artwork will be allowed to be displayed from the windows.

PETS -  Each unit shall be limited to two dogs which shall be strictly controlled under the leash laws established by the Buckhorn Ranch Association, Inc.  It is in everyone’s best interest that this restriction be respected and enforced by each owner.  It is not the intent of the Association to have any dog picked up by the authorities, but this will occur if the owners do not have full control of their animals.  Also, each owner will provide materials to pick up waste while walking their dogs and will dispose of these bags in proper disposal receptacles.  Also, there will be no more than 2 cats allowed in each residence. These cats must be house trained, and not left to run loose on the property.  Other animals desired must be approved by the Board of Directors of the Association.

PLANTS AND PLANTER BOXES  -  A reasonable amount of plants and planter boxes can be displayed from windows and decks.

NOTICE OF VIOLATION -  In the event of a violation, the manager, at the direction of the Stallion Park Board of Directors, shall give written notice of the violation.  The owner then will have 10 days to cure the violation. In the event that the violation persists after 10 days, then the manager may either cure the violation, or order others to cure any violation outside of  the owner’s unit at the owners expense.  If the violation occurs within the unit, then the manager may proceed to enter into legal process to cure, for which the owner shall be responsible for legal fees and costs in the event that the Stallion Park HOA prevails.
